Nearly all the large wetlands are Ramsar sites, effective protection remains
problematic. In Lake Vistonis recent plans for draining a marshy area are under
way despite the fact that the area has been declared both an SPA and a National
Park. Also, in a recent management study in Amvrakikos Gulf it was proposed
that Mavrovouni hill, which is used for roosting by Greater Spotted Eagles and
other raptors, to be excluded from the strictly protected zone. In Kalamas Delta a
new road is being constructed in Mavrovouni hill that is the most important
roosting area of A. clanga, A. heliaca and Haliaeetus albicilla.
