Falco naumanni is protected since 1977.Nest boxes have been provided is
several SPA’s with success by several small budget projects run by HOS,
Universities, Hunting Associations etc.New SPAs have been designated for the
species.

Breeding occurs mainly in Thessaly, the biggest colony being of 200 pairs. The
species is legally protected and included in the Red Data Book (1990) as
Vulnerable. It is present in Kalamas Gorge (Thesprotia, IBA 050) and Mount Dirfis
and the peaks of Xirovouni, Skotini, Mavrovouni, Alokteri, Ortari and the vicinity
of Kimi (Evvia, IBA 071) (Grimmett and Jones 1989). A full survey involving
schoolchildren was carried out in 1994, as well as a study on sexual dimorphism,
including ringing. A complete survey of Thessaly in 1995 identified 104 colonies
containing 2679 pairs (Hallmann 1996)
