1.2. Translation into English

A high degree of protection for bird species has been attained in Greece. Two hundred and seven (207) Special Protection
Areas (SPAs), have been designated, 69 of which contain a marine part. Appropriate measures and procedures to conserve
wild birds and their habitats, in accordance to the Birds Directive as applied, are laid down in Decision no
37338/1807/E.103 (Official Journal 1495/B/2010). The Joint Ministerial Decision No 8353/276/E103 (Official Journal
415/B/2012) that amends and complements the 2010 Decision, sets out specific measures, terms, procedures and
regulations to achieve effective protection, conservation and restoration of wild birds and their habitats in SPAs. In
particular, the targets are: a) to maintain, at a favourable degree, the ecological balance of nesting, feeding and refuge
habitats of wild birds as well as of important sites for bird migrations, designated as SPAs; b) to avoid disturbances with
significant impacts on bird species for which the SPAs have been designated; c) to ensure that development projects and
activities are compatible with wild birds; d) to take into consideration the needs for avifauna protection during the
application of production and recreational activities such as agriculture, forestry, hunting, fisheries.

Moreover, the Law on biodiversity conservation (Law no 3937/2011, Official Journal 60/A/2011) also applies. It has
consolidated the SPAs in the national system of protected areas through their designation as “Habitats and Species
Protection Areas” and specifically as Special Protection Areas (SPAs).

Management Authorities (MA) for all N2K sites, including SPAs, are in place (with the exception of The Holy Mountain —
Agio Oros, due to its special administrative status), according to recent legislation (Law 4519, Official Journal 25/A/2018).
In particular, by this law a) the area of jurisdiction of already operating 28 MA has considerably expanded and b) 8 new MA
have been established. For N2K sites, including SPAs, conservation, management and monitoring activities for species of
the Birds Directive are implemented, together with information and public awareness activities. Most of these activities,
and for an extended period of time during the reporting period, were co-funded by the European Fund for Regional
Development and national funds.

Management measures for SPAs, in cases where the maintenance or improvement of the status of water is an important
factor for bird protection, are defined in the approved River Basin Management Plans (1st review and update, Ministerial
Decisions published in 2017). Furthermore, the programmes of measures for the attainment or maintenance of good
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environmental status of marine waters have also been approved (Ministerial Decision 142569, Official Journal
4728/B/2017). Therein, with regard to sea birds, the systematic collection of data and research on abundance, distribution
and dynamics of their populations are included in the environmental monitoring programs of the Marine Strategy
Framework Directive.

The habitats of birds that occupy forest and forested areas are protected by forest legislation and are sustainably managed
by Forest Services, through the application of forest management plans. It is noted that during the reporting period, the
specifications of forest management plans have been modernized (Ministerial Decision no 166780/1619, Official Journal
1420/B/2018); among others, in the context of forestry objective setting, conservation objectives of protected areas are
taken into consideration. Provisions for sustainable forest management are included in Law 3208/2003 (Official Journal
303/A/2003, as it applies). Furthermore, in November 2018, the Ministry of Environment legislated the National Forest
Strategy (Ministerial Decision 170195/758, Official Journal 5351/B/2018). It contains, among others, targets and priorities
for action for forest biodiversity in general and for forest protected areas in particular.

Concerning the protection of specific bird species, two national action plans were adopted during the reporting period: (a)
for the Egyptian vulture (Ministerial Decision no. 43236/1053 (B '3760) "National Action Plan for Nephron percnopterus in
Greece" and b) for the Lesser White-fronted Goose [Ministerial Decision no. 43235/1053 (B '3762) "National Action Plan
for Anser erythropus in Greece". A regional action plan for the lesser Kestrel was also adopted [Ministerial Decision no.
43231/1053 (B '3761) "Regional Action Plan for Falcon naumanni in the Thessaly plain". Their measures are expected to be
applied in the next reporting period.

It is also noted that during the reporting period, the improved cooperation between authorities, research institutes, NGOS
and other interest groups has led to the adoption of three Strategies, directly, or indirectly related to the objectives of the
Birds Directive, i.e. a) the National Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan (Ministerial Decision 40332, Official Journal
2383/B/2014); b) the National Strategy for Adaptation to Climate Change (2015, chapter 2.4. biodiversity and ecosystems,
http://www.ypeka.gr/LinkClick.aspx?fileticket=CoyXhegNBHQ%3D&tabid=232&Ilanguage=el-GR in Greek); c) the above
mentioned National Forest Strategy.

Finally, great importance is attributed to the start of a new LIFE IP project 4 Natura “Integrated actions for the conservation
and management of Natura 2000 sites, species, habitats and ecosystems in Greece”, which is the first integrated life
project for Greece. It aims to implement a range of measures of the Priority Action Framework for the period 2014-2020
for the Natura 2000 network. Its implementing period is 2018-2025 (www.edozoume.gr). In addition, a new national
project recently initiated by the Ministry of Environment will create a comprehensive and specific institutional and
management framework for the protection, conservation and restoration of species and their habitats in all SPAs in the
country. It is expected to be completed by 2021. Finally, several conservation and management actions have been
implemented by other bodies, eg. NGOs such as the Hellenic Ornithological Society, institutes, public administration,
universities, companies with European funding. Particular mention is made of the contribution of the LIFE + financial
instrument to the implementation of conservation and management actions for SPAs (see also the LIFE project database
http://ec.europa.eu/environment/life/project/Projects/index.cfm).
